On Saturday, May 20, 2017, Deputy Attorney General (DAG) Rod Rosenstein called my cell phone-

) at approximately 10:15 am. He asked if | was working and, if so, if | could meet him and
Special Counsel (SC) Robert Mueller at 1:00 pm. | indicated that | was not working and that | was busy. |
asked if we could meet on Sunday morning. He offered to check SC Mueller’s availability for Sunday.
While still on the phone with me, he called “Bob” on another phone and asked if Bob could meet
Sunday. | assumed he was speaking to the SC. We agreed to meet at DOJ at 11:00 am on Sunday. The
DAG informed me that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss “coordination and logistics issues.”

On Sunday, May 21, 2017, | met with the DAG, the SC, Aaron Zebley and FBI EAD Carl Ghattas (who
attended at my request). We convened in the DAG’s conference room. The DAG opened the meeting
by thanking me for the work | was doing, and stating that he continued to support my staying in the
position of Acting FBI Director. | assumed he meant until the permanent Director is selected. He then
stated that he had the highest regard for my integrity, and that he had read and agreed with the
memorandum written by FBI Assistant Director Patrick Kelley addressing the issue of whether or not
there were any conflict issues with my involvement in the Russia investigation. He stated that he did not
believe | had a conflicts with the Russia investigation. Despite this, he then stated that he thought |
should consider recusing myself from the investigation. He said he was not ordering me to recuse, but
merely suggesting that | consider it in order to ensure the credibility of the investigation. He then stated
that in the past | have maintained that | did not play a role in my wife Dr. Jill McCabe’s 2015 run for
Virginia State senate, but noted that there was a photograph on the internet of us wearing campaign t-
shirts. He stated that this potential “credibility issue” could cause some people to complain about my
involvement in the investigation. '

I reminded him that the photograph he referenced did not in any way contradict my statement of not
having played a role in my wife’s campaign and not attending any campaign events. The photograph
was not evidence of proscribed political activity, but rather a photograph taken | |

. 1 offered to explain the entire matter to the SC and to provide him with a
copy of AD Kelley’s memo, which concludes that there is no basis in law or in fact that would establish a
conflict, the appearance of a conflict, or call for my recusal from the Russia matter.

SC Mueller said he did not want to be briefed on the matter or review the memo. He thought the issue
might be beyond the scope of his authority as SC. He asked EAD Ghattas and me to leave the room
briefly so he could talk to the DAG privately. We left.

A few minutes later we reentered the room. SC Mueller stated that he would not weigh in on the
recusal issue, but he wanted to let me know that he thought | would likely be a witness in the
investigation. | told the DAG that | did not believe he was in a position to order me, or anyone, to recuse
from the Russia investigation, in light of his appointment of the Special Counsel. He repeated that he
was not ordering me to recuse, but was rather suggesting that | consider it. | told him | would discuss it
with FBI counsel and get back to him at a later date.

We ended the meeting at approximately 1130. There was no discussion of any “coordination and
logistics issues”. | left DOJ with EAD Ghattas and returned to FBI HQ.
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(U/J On May 16, 2017, Acting Director McCabe and | met with the Deputy Attorney
General (DAG) Rod Rosenstein in his office at the Department of Justice. Also present were Jim Crowell,
Scott Schools, Tashina Gauhar, and Stuart Goldberg. We did not know the topic of the meeting in
advance of our arrival, only that he had called earlier in the afternoon and asked if the Acting Director
could meet at 7:30 that evening.

(U/- When we entered his office the DAG was in the middle of recounting for Scott
Schools and Stuart Goldberg the events leading up to Director Comey’s firing. The DAG interrupted his
story, told them that he would return to it, then turned to the Acting Director and told him that he
already knew all of this, that he was just bringing Scott and Stuart up to speed. About his meeting at the
White House before the Director’s firing (which may have been what he had just been describing), he
stated that “a lot of this feels stage-managed.” He didn’t explain further what he meant.

(U/JJl The DAG then shifted into a chaotic discussion about his view that getting a good FBI
Director nominated was his most important priority. It was chaotic because he frequently shifted
between recounting conversations he had had with possible nominees, while at the same time referring
to some of the same individuals as the possible Special Counsel over the Russia investigation. Among
those individuals he listed as being under consideration for permanent Director of the FBI were Mark
Philip, Robert Mueller, Paul Abbate, and Adam Lee. He said that Alice Fisher had withdrawn herself
from consideration. The DAG said he began making calls to Mueller and Philip on Wednesday, after
figuring out on Tuesday night that “something was dramatically wrong.” He explained that Mueller had
called and said he would do it (it appeared that this was a reference to the Special Counsel job, but the
conversation was so disjointed that Mr. McCabe and | did not truly learn that Mr. Mueller would be so
appointed until the DAG informed us on the day of the “Gang of 8” briefing on May 17, 2016).

(U/- During the course of this conversation the DAG also mentioned former DAG Jim Cole
as an individual who would be willing to serve as Special Counsel, and stated that Cole could start within
24 hour notice. (The DAG returned to this topic repeatedly; for ease of reading, 1 have included all
information related to the appointment of a Special Counsel in this paragraph, even if it came later in
the conversation). The DAG further explained that while he was committed to appointing a Special
Counsel, it was an issue of timing, because he believed he would be fired as soon as one was appointed.
He stressed that didn’t think it would be in the best interest of the Department of Justice or the AG to
not have a DAG or Acting AG.

(U/- The DAG then interrupted himself to talk about the Acting Director’s “political
problem,” referring to the claim that the Acting Director should have recused himself from the Hillary
Clinton email investigation as a result of his wife having run for a Virginia State Senate seat in 2015. The
DAG mentioned as an aside that Senator Grassley was “all over” Mr. McCabe and that the President’s
draft letter (described in more detail later in this memo) stated that allowing Mr. McCabe to remain on
as Deputy was one of the reasons that Director Comey was being fired. The DAG raised with the Acting
Director a photograph that had been taken off the Internet that showed the Acting Director and his wife
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wearing “Jill McCabe for State Senate” t-shirts, and stated this was evidence that the Acting Director had
engaged in prohibited political activity. (The DAG had raised this issue with Mr. McCabe on several prior
occasions). The Acting Director explained again that he wore that t-shirt ||| EGcNIENGNGNGNGNGG
and that regardless, wearing a t-shirt or political button does not constitute proscribed political activity.

(U/- The DAG then returned to the topic of the appointment of a permanent FBI
Director, and stated that the President had suggested that current DHS Secretary John Kelly serve as FBI
Director, which the DAG viewed as a “disruption strategy.” (It was not clear whether the DAG was
referring to the permanent Director position, or someone to hold the position as interim Director; the
DAG’s conversational style was quite frenetic and jumped a great deal from topic to topic without
warning). The DAG expressed that he thought this plan didn’t make any sense, that Secretary Kelly
wasn’t going to leave a Cabinet-level position to become Director of the FBI, and that additionally,
Secretary Kelly didn’t have the experience to be the Director. He said that either the President or
Secretary Kelly (it wasn’t clear to whom he was referring) seemed to think that perhaps Secretary Kelly
could do both jobs at once, to which the DAG responded again that this was all a “disruption strategy.”

(U/JJll The DAG said he had concern about what was going on at the White House,
unrelated to the nomination of FBI Director, but didn’t expand further.

(U/- With respect to current contenders for permanent Director, the DAG indicated that
there were two problems with selecting Bob Mueller: that his firm represents Manafort, and that the
law would need to be changed as he had already served a term as FBI Director. The DAG stated they
were scrambling to find a new Director, but that he didn’t believe that Paul Abbate or Adam Lee (both
current agents, serving in positions of executive management at the FBI) were qualified. He said they
were great agents and supervisors, but were not right for Director. He again mentioned reaching out for
Mark Philip, and said that former Attorney General Michael Mukasey planned to call him.

(U/- The DAG then described some of the actual interviews that the President had
conducted for FBI Director. The DAG said that the individuals present for them were the President, Vice
President, Attorney General Sessions, Jody Hunt (Chief of Staff to the AG), and himself. (Additional
personnel may have been present as well). The DAG said that Mueller had been interviewed recently,
but that his interview had been relatively brief. The DAG described the Lee and Abbate interviews in
much the same way, saying that the President asked very superficial questions, (“So, would you like the
job?” and “It’s really good for you that you’re here, right?” which the DAG described as a reference to it
being “good press” for them) and appeared ready to end the interviews. The DAG said he took over
both interviews, because he was concerned that both candidates would leave the interview thinking,
“This is it? This is the interview for Director of the FBI?” (The DAG then interjected that the Acting
Director should have Abbate and Lee write up 302s of their interviews so that there was a record of
them). The DAG believed that there would be a negative impact on the FBI for the President to
nominate an SAC to head the organization, and further said that the Vice President and Attorney
General “get it.” The DAG reiterated that Mueller was the only individual who was qualified, and that he
told the President that nominating a current agent wasn’t only “rare” (as had been characterized by the
President), but was unprecedented. The DAG mentioned that the President tried to get Mr. Abbate to
say that the Bureau had been in chaos last year, and ended this topic by saying that he had recruited
Rick McFeely (a former FBI agent) who was scheduled to be interviewed the following day, and that the
President was very interested in Joe Lieberman for the position. (In the middle of this conversation the
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DAG interrupted himself to describe an odd series of events in which he was helping Bob Mueller locate
his phone, which he had misplaced somewhere at the White House, and that Dina Powell offered to
help him with “this FBI thing.” No additional relevant information was conveyed, though the story went
on for some time). At the end of our meeting (but still related to this topic), the DAG called McGahn
while in our presence, who confirmed that the President planned to interview McCabe, Philip, and
McFeely, but that he was currently fascinated by Lieberman.

(U/Jl]l The DAG then turned to Jim Crowell and asked, “Should | tell the phone call story?”
He described the events of “Tuesday afternoon [the day Director Comey was fired], when 1 start[ed] to
get the clue that they are firing by email.” He said the Department’s public affairs office reached out to
him and told him that the White House wanted to say that the firing was the DAG’s idea. The DAG said
he responded, “Sarah, this is the U.S. Department of Justice, they can do whatever they want, but we’re
not going to put out a false statement.” After the firing, the DAG said that the President had called his
cell phone and told the DAG that he was watching Fox News and that the reporting was saying that it
was great, that Rupert Murdoch was saying it was great, amazing. The DAG says he reiterated that if
they asked him who came up with the idea, I’'m going to tell them. The DAG said that his press person,
Sarah, received several screaming phdne calls from Reince Priebus, Chief of Staff to the President, and
there were several back and forth conversations about the “tick tock,” in essence, the timeline of events
leading up to Director Comey’s firing. (Author’s note: The DAG then mentioned “Pence was there, he
knew to come” which I believe refers to at the original meeting when they discussed firing Director
Comey, and not during the timeline discussions). The DAG explained he knew he was getting “blasted”
but that he was unwilling to say that it was his idea to fire the Director, which was what the White
House wanted. ‘

The DAG then turned to the events surrounding the Director’s firing. He said that he had been
called to the White House in the evening on Monday, May 8", by the President. Once there, the DAG
stated that Don McGahn, the White House Counsel, informed him that the President had written a letter
enumerating the bases for the Director’s firing, but that McGahn was trying to convince the President
not to send it. The DAG said he was led to the Oval Office by McGahn, and present there was the
President, the Vice President, AG Session, Jody Hunt, McGahn, and possibly others. The DAG said it was
hard to reduce what happened to a couple of sentences, but said that they had decided to fire Jim
Comey before they told me, but that they were “acting like they cared about my opinion.” (Author’s
note: This was a strange comment because it was my understanding that the DAG had previously
indicated that he and AG Sessions had been discussing firing Director Comey since January, but given the
nature of the conversation there was no room for follow-up). The DAG was provided a copy of the
President’s letter, and publicly agreed with McGahn that the President should not send it. (Around this
time the DAG also informed us that he had the President’s letter, and told us that he would provide it to
us upon our departure, which he did). Upon our return to HQ, | made one copy of the letter, Mr.
McCabe put it in an envelope, sealed and signed it, and placed it in his safe).

(U/- The DAG then indicated that the President asked him to write a memo explaining
the loss of confidence he had in Director Comey’s continued ability to lead the FBI. The DAG stated that
the White House didn’t tell him what to put in the memo, but then later stated that the President had
specifically requested that he mention “Russia” as a reason that the DAG had lost confidence. The DAG
said that he had concerns about Comey, but that Russia was not a part of those concerns and so he
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refused. He said the President he would “appreciate it if you put Russia in.” The DAG also said that the
President asked him to include the fact that Comey had told him three times that he wasn’t under
investigation, but the DAG said to us that he refused to put that in the memo because he wasn’t sure if
it was a true statement. Finally, the DAG also indicated that it hadn’t occurred to him that the letter
would be released. The DAG explained that once written his memo and AG Sessions’ recommendation
were delivered to the White House on Tuesday by Jody Hunt, the AG’s Chief of Staff, and that he spent
two hours in the Oval Office with the President planning how to coordinate the firing.

)’ At some point during the DAG’s description of the Director’s firing, the Acting Director
informed the room that the FBI had decided to open an investigation against the President, as well as
AG Sessions. The Acting Director also informed the group that the FBI had made arrangements to brief
the Gang of 8 the following evening. The DAG indicated that he wanted to attend, which launched a
conversation in which several of us implored the DAG that he should make the announcement of his
intention to appoint a Special Counsel before he attended the Gang of 8 briefing, or the All-Member
briefs scheduled for that Thursday and Friday. The DAG initially resisted, saying that he only wanted to
tell the Gang of 8 that he was taking appropriate steps, and that he had reason to believe that Senator
Schumer would trust him. Stuart Goldberg then asked a number of probing questions about why the FBI
had decided to open the investigation, and said that we would have to explain what had changed
between the last time Director Comey had stated that he wasn’t under investigation and the decision to
open. {(We had already explained in depth what we thought had changed, and the various facts we
relied on as predication to open the investigation).

(U/- Near the end of the meeting, the DAG returned to several topics which had been
previously discussed, including the controversy surrounding Mr. McCabe (this time raising the “Circa
News"” story, which reported that Mr. McCabe had high-fived when Lt. Gen. Flynn was fired and said
pejorative things about President Trump. Mr. McCabe and | tried to explain how resoundingly this had -
been discounted, given the number of people who were purportedly in the room when it occurred, but
the DAG explained he just wanted us to know what people told him about Mr. McCabe. He also
mentioned that the President had asked Adam Lee whether or not he was a Republican, and in
reference to Mr. McCabe’s upcoming interview with President Trump (which had not been scheduled
and for which Mr. McCabe had no awareness) inexplicably yelled, “Do you think this is a real
interview?!” and suggested that he and Mr. McCabe should wear a wire to record the conversation.

(U/- We left the meeting at 9:10 pm, everyone else remained in the room with the DAG.

acknowledged he was aware of the FISA, herein after referred to as “FISA”,
and may have saved communications regarding it being couriered to SSCI and
briefed in the SSCI SCIF room SH211l. WOLFE initially learned about the
FISA through DOJ Office of Legislative Affairs (OLA) SAM RAMER by either
telephone or email. WOLFE stated he would review his emails and provide
dates of contact with RAMER regarding the information.

(U//FOUO) WOLFE asked interviewing agents if there was an investigation
into the media leak. [Agent’s note: Interviewing agents did not provide
WOLFE a response, but continued the conversation.] WOLFE stated he had
not reviewed the FISA.

(H) WOLFE stated BENJAMIN "BEN" MAY couriered the FISA on 17 March
2 O SSCI. The FISA was reviewed by Senator, House Permanent
Intelligence Committee on Intelligence (HPSCI), and their Staff Directors
inside the SSCI SCIF room SH211. All visitors to the SSCI SCIF would have
had to sign in and out of the Visitor Log Book. As a standard protocol
there should have been documentation on who handled and reviewed the FISA.
Specifically, since the FISA was a "Read and Return" MAY would have
maintained custody of the FISA at all times. SSCI Members and Staffers
reviewing the FISA would have been monitored by MAY. Members and Staffers
should not have been allowed to take notes on the FISA; however, WOLFE was
unaware if any of them did take notes.

(-) Once classified documents were received by WOLFE's Security
ofri1ce, they were logged in a SSCI secured database referred to as the

"Document Registry System”. Only limited identifiers of the information
were entered into the SSCI secured database. For example, if the document
was "Read and Return" only the title of the document along with dates,
author (s) and USIC agency would have been identified in the secured SSCI
database. The document itself would not have been scanned into the system
since it was a "Read and Return”. WOLFE stated only SSCI Members and
Staffers have access to the secured SSCI database. WOLFE is able to
control access of which SSCI Members and Staffers are authorized to print
documents from the secured database.

Russian Investigation Team. WOLFE believed those members would have had
access to the FISA.

(U/ ) WOLFE's Assistant is NICOLETTE LOUELLEN and his Information
Technology Staffer is OLIVER GALLOWAY. LOUELLEN and GALLOWAY did not have

Admiral Michael Rogers, Director, National Security Agency; and
Commander, United States Cyber Command, was interviewed at National
Security Agency (NSA) Headquarters at Fort Meade, Maryland. Participating
in the interview were FBI Special Agents (SAs) _ - & -

, NSA General Counsel Glenn S. Gerstell, and Deputy Special

Counsel Aaron M. Zebley. After being advised of the identities of the
interviewers and the purpose of the interview, Gerstell advised he was
participating in the interview in his capacity as the General Counsel for
the NSA, not as personal counsel for ADM Rogers, given the substance of
the interview related to ADM Rogers’ interactions in his capacity as NSA
Director. SA - advised ADM Rogers that it is a violation of criminal
law to lie to the FBT in the course of an investigation, and ADM Rogers

said he understood. ADM Rogers provided the following information:

Intelligence Community Assessment:

In January 2017, ADM Rogers participated in a meeting with President-
Elect Donald Trump (P-E Trump) along with former Director of the FBI James
Comey (Comey), former Director of National Intelligence James Clapper
(Clapper), and former Director of Central Intelligence Agency John Brennan
(Brennan) . The purpose of the meeting was to brief P-E Trump about the
Intelligence Community Assessment (ICA), and the assembled group agreed
Comey should be the one to tell him about the contents of the “Steele
dossier.” ADM Rogers noted, by way of background, that in mid-December
2016, President Obama requested a single intelligence product on the topic
of Russian interference in the 2016 election, with a deadline of the new

year. The analytic work of the product was initiated as soon as the

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request was made, and an initial draft went to ADM Rogers sometime between

Christmas and New Year’s.

ADM Rogers decided that he would make the final analytic call on the
NSA’s input to the ICA, as he knew there would be a lot of pressure and
attention on the final draft and he felt strongly his career analysts
shouldn’t have to be responsible for something under such political
pressure. In one draft of the ICA, ADM Rogers noted the contents of the
“Steele dossier” in the body of the product, which he did not recall
seeing in previous drafts. In early January, the four Principals met and
ADM Rogers told the group he was unclear why the ICA needed to focus on
the dossier, as it was considered largely uncorroborated. Comey responded
that the information was relevant, and ADM Rogers suggested the
information be included in an annex or appendix, rather than prominently

in the nearly one page summary he had seen.

FBI Investigation:

ADM Rogers has not been specifically briefed on the FBI
investigation into the Russian government’s efforts to interfere in the
2016 presidential election and the nature of links between those efforts
and the Trump campaign. However, ADM Rogers was aware the NSA has received
Letterhead Memoranda (LHM) from the FBI requesting information, mostly on
specific interactions with U.S. Persons (USPER). ADM Rogers was aware the
FBI was “following specific individuals,” but was not certain if it was

because of the ongoing work on the ICA or for another reason.

ADM Rogers was surprised when Comey told the committee [the House
Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence] in open session on March 20,
2017 the FBI was investigating potential links between individuals
associate with the Trump campaign and the Russian interference. He did not
recall a prep session by the entire panel prior to the testimony, but said
there might have been one, as it is common practice to conduct a prep when
multiple seniors are before the same committee. In any case, Comey did not

tell him in advance about the ongoing set of investigations.

ADM Rogers has no real insight into the facts and predication of the
FBI investigation. As a matter of course, he does not look at all

reporting, so it is standard for him not to know the specifics of all
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reporting. Given the volume of reports generated by the NSA, it would be

impossible for ADM Rogers to read all of it.

ADM Rogers knew the FBI was under a lot of pressure on the issue of
Russian interference in the election, and had conducted a lot of briefings
on the issue. ADM Rogers is aware of briefings to the Gang of 8, HPSCI,
SSCI, President Obama, and P-E Trump. ADM Rogers noted he felt Comey had
been treated very disrespectfully by some people on the Hill.

General Flynn:

ADM Rogers has never been briefed on the contents of a December 29,
2016 call between Mike Flynn and Sergey Kislyak and knows nothing more
than what has been reported in the media. He is aware that NSA has shared
certain information about Flynn with the FBI, but has never asked to
review it. He has “intentionally stayed away from it” and is not aware of
the details. ADM Rogers explained that when the NSA comes across USPER
information, it is generally purged, unless it meets certain criteria. ADM
Rogers described the criteria as 1) the collection pertains to criminal
activity, at which time the FBI would be notified; 2) the collection
involved harm to life; or 3) the collection was of foreign intelligence
value. He noted that when an USPER ends up in NSA holdings it is generally
because that person is on one end of a conversation the NSA is collecting
on, or that person is mentioned in the course of another conversation. ADM
Rogers is aware of at least one occasion the NSA collected data on Flynn,
determined it didn’t meet their criteria to maintain, and asked the FBI if
the FBI had a FISA on Flynn. In accordance with their normal procedures,
the NSA then purged that data.

ADM Rogers never talked to President Trump or anyone else from the
White House about Comey, Flynn, or FBI investigations. ADM Rogers noted he
is friends with Flynn, who he has known for 15 years, and spoke as the

senior leader at Flynn’s retirement ceremony.

March 26, 2017 telephone call with POTUS:

On Sunday, March 26, 2017, ADM Rogers and members of his staff were
in the office working on the NSA response to requests from HPSCI and SSCI
for information. ADM Rogers noted at least one of the requests pertained
to Flynn and unmasking procedures. An early iteration of the response was
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generated and found not to be to the standard required by ADM Rogers, SO
his staff continued to work while he left the building for a pre-scheduled
brunch event with his family. Around 1:00 pm or 1:30 pm, he received a
call from his staff in which he was told President Trump wanted to speak
to him. ADM Rogers went to the office and placed the call to the White
House. He made the decision to have his Deputy, Richard Ledgett, listen to

the call, as it is his practice that “what I know, my Deputy knows.”

Following the telephone call, Ledgett authored a memo on the content
of the conversation. ADM Rogers thinks Ledgett probably started the memo
right after a 4:00 pm meeting they had scheduled that afternoon to discuss
the Hill requests they had been working on earlier in the day. The initial
draft of the memo only had Ledgett’s signature block, but after reading
it, ADM Rogers asked Ledgett to add his signature block as well. ADM
Rogers explained he felt the memo appropriate because getting a call from
the President on a Sunday afternoon is a little unusual and he assumes
that whatever he does will become public at some point, so he wanted to

make sure it was captured accurately.

ADM Rogers provided the memo to the interview team, and Deputy
Special Counsel Zebley read the memo out loud line-by-line, asking ADM
Rogers at various points to confirm the content. According to ADM Rogers’
recollection of the call and the memo, President Trump expressed
frustration with the ongoing investigation into Russian interference,
saying that it made relations with the Russians difficult. ADM Rogers
noted that when President Trump speaks, he tends to talk in long strings
and it is not immediately clear what he expects to be answered and what is
rhetorical. The President often doesn’t pause for an answer before
continuing to talk. During the call, President Trump disagreed with
definitive assertions that the Russians were responsible for the hacks and
said it was impossible to tell who was actually responsible for the
hacking. He also said it was making it hard for him to deal with the
Russians, and asked ADM Rogers what he thought. ADM Rogers acknowledged it
does make relations difficult, but then explained in detail, but at a high

level, the intelligence supporting ADM Rogers’ confidence, and the rest of

the community’s, that the Russians were behind the hacks. President Trump
stated they would have to “agree to disagree” on the matter. [BSENIIEGzG
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President Trump then asked ADM Rogers if he would say “that” publicly. ADM

Rogers interpreted “that” to mean NG
I 70V Rogers told President Trump he

could not do that, as he did not and could not discuss USPERs in
unclassified settings. President Trump did not ask him to “pushback” on
the investigation itself, but he clearly did not agree with the assessment
of the Russian involvement. During the call, ADM Rogers said to President
Trump, “You want me to be truthful, right?” President Trump never
suggested otherwise, but said he wanted to make sure there was no doubt
about his involvement. ADM Rogers affirmed the memo was a true and
accurate reflection of the call. The interviewing team read to ADM Rogers
a quote from a media source that stated “President Trump ‘urged’ [Rogers]
to publicly deny the existence of any evidence of collusion during the
2016 election” and ADM Rogers responded that the media characterization
was wrong, and the President had asked about the existence of SIGINT

evidence only.

After the memo was drafted, ADM Rogers maintained the original of

the memo, Ledgett kept a copy, and General Counsel Gerstell was given a
copy. ADM Rogers agreed to provide the interviewing agents one of the
copies of the memo. ADM Rogers later had Ledgett’s copy couriered to the
Pentagon to be shared with the Secretary of Defense (SecDef), explaining
that he has dual chains of command and the SecDef is one of his bosses. He
believes that copy to be currently in the possession of the Secretary of
Defense’s Chief of Staff. ADM Rogers noted he was scheduled to speak with
SSCI the evening of the interview, and planned to make another copy of the

memo to leave with them as well.

The day after the call, ADM Rogers called DNI Coats and told him
about the call and walked through the content of the discussion. DNI Coats
responded that President Trump had called him and they had a similar
conversation, but DNI Coats did not provide any guidance to ADM Rogers.
ADM Rogers did not notify the Secretary of Defense immediately as the
matter related to intelligence, not a military issue. He wouldn’t raise
the issue with his military leadership unless he was uncomfortable or

there was a need to act.

ADM Rogers shared the content of the telephone call with the NSA

Advisory Board, a group of individuals with whom ADM Rogers has regular
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contact and uses as a “sounding vehicle” for issues. ADM Rogers didn’t
read the memo to the Board, but he did tell them about it. There are no
minutes or notes from their meetings, but he doesn’t recall anyone saying

04

the call was “terrible.” He believes someone mentioned that the NSA should
be careful not to be used politically. He agreed to provide the names of
the individuals on the NSA Advisory Board to the interviewing agents after

the interview.

ADM Rogers stated it was possible he discussed his conversation with
President Trump with Comey or CIA Director Mike Pompeo, but he does not

think he did.

ADM Rogers has never met White House Counsel Don McGahn. He has not
discussed with Reince Priebus the Russian investigation. He was not asked
by anyone at the White House to participate in any outreach to reporters

or anyone else to refute the investigation.

ADM Rogers did not write a memo every time he met with or spoke to
President Trump. He recalled a specific discussion in the Oval Office not
related to the Russia investigation, in which the President wanted to talk
about leaks, and a memo was not written afterward. That meeting, however,
was not a one-on-one encounter as it included others, to include Reince

Priebus, Tom Bossert, Glenn Gerstell, and George Barnes.

April 13, 2017 meeting with POTUS:

On April 13, 2017, ADM Rogers was at the White House to provide an
overview of the NSA and its capabilities, at the request of DNI Coats. ADM
Rogers noted DNI Coats had received a similar briefing and thought it
would be helpful to provide that information to President Trump. Following
the briefing, President Trump asked ADM Rogers to stay behind to have a
private conversation. In that private conversation, the President repeated
much of the same content discussed in the March 26, 2017 telephone call,
but he didn’t ask for anything or direct ADM Rogers to do anything. ADM
Rogers described the conversation as President Trump “venting” and
recalled President Trump saying something like the “Russia thing has got
to go away.” He also recalled President Trump saying something similar to
“I have done nothing wrong.” ADM Rogers responded that the quickest and

best way to make the investigation end is to make sure the investigation
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was done. ADM Rogers did not draft a memorandum for the record after the

meeting.

ADM Rogers was asked if he felt any discomfort with the
conversation. ADM Rogers’ responded that his takeaway from the meeting was
that he was dealing with a man who has been a businessman his entire life
and doesn’t know how government works and doesn’t understand government

processes.

ADM Rogers feels that he has a different type of relationship with
President Trump than the President had with Comey. As an intelligence
professional, he viewed President Trump as a “customer” and added that in
his experience, some customers are harder to convince than others. In
those cases, analysts sometimes have to go back and do more work to get
them there.

June 7, 2017 Senate Select Committee on Intelligence hearing:

Going into his June 7, 2017 testimony before SSCI, ADM Rogers knew
the committee would ask questions about the media reports of his call with
the President, based on his discussions with the SSCI Chairman and Vice
Chairman prior to the hearing. Knowing the questions would be asked, NSA
asked the White House prior to ADM Rogers’ testimony about whether the
White House would assert executive privilege, but NSA did not get a clear
response to the question. ADM Rogers decided before the hearing that he
couldn’t discuss a classified conversation in an open hearing, so he would
not disclose the content of the call. His answer was his own, and he felt
no pressure from anyone to answer that way. Asked about his statement to
the committee, “I have never been directed to do anything I believe to be
illegal, immoral, unethical, or inappropriate,” ADM Rogers said he did not
coordinate the statement with DNI Coats, but he did tell him what he
intended to say immediately prior to the hearing. ADM Rogers acknowledged
DNI Coats’s testimony was similar to ADM Rogers’ when DNI Coats was asked
about his own conversations with the President, but repeated they had not

coordinated language before the hearing.

ADM Rogers closed by stating he believes the President truly
believes the government will never really know who is responsible for the

hacking incidents during the 2016 Presidential election and that he
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himself has done nothing wrong. ADM Rogers noted he does not believe
President Trump to be particularly convinced of the electronic
surveilllance capabilities in use by our adversaries, despite having been

given a demonstration.

Administrative:

The General Counsel’s copy of the memo documenting ADM Rogers’ March
26, 2017 telephone call with President Trump was provided to the
interviewing agents and will be maintained in the 1A section of the case
file.

On June 15, 2017, Glenn Gerstell provided to Aaron Zebley via email
the date of the executive session at which ADM Rogers told the members
about his call with POTUS (April 13, 2017) and a list of the NSA Advisory
Board members. A printout of that email will be maintained in the 1A

After being advised of the identity of the
interviewing Agents and the nature of the interview, MIFSUD provided the
following information:

(U ) MIFSUD lives in London and is the Director of the London
Academy oI Diplomacy, however, he is also an adviser at the London Centre
of International Law Practice (LCILP). After reviewing a photograph

provided by the interviewing agents, MIFSUD immediately identified the
individual as GEORGE PAPADOPOULOS. PAPADOPOULOS is also a member of LCILP,
however, MIFSUD first met him in Rome when PAPADOPOULOS traveled with his
boss, NAGI IDRIS, to the Link Campus University in Rome approximately 8
months ago. The meeting had approximately 8 participants and was an
informational exchange focused on organizing policy seminars and building a
relationship between the University and LCILP.

(-) Approximately two months later, MIFSUD met PAPADOPOULOS for
the second time when the two had coffee in the UK during the period when
PAPADOPOULOS was transitioning from LCILP to a position with the DONALD
TRUMP campaign. In addition to MIFSUD and PAPADOPOULOS, OLGA POLENSKAYA,
an MBA student from Link Campus University, was at the meeting. POLENSKAYA
was in town to meet with IDRIS and MISFUD. There were no other persons,
including foreign officials, present. MIFSUD did not believe POLENSKAYA
was related to VLADIMIR PUTIN or any other Russian government officials.
MIFSUD stated PAPADOPOULOS was interested in foreign policy ideas, TRUMP's
recent speech, Israel, migration, Russia, and other geo political

subjects. PAPADOPOULOS did not ask MIFSUD to join the TRUMP campaign during
this conversation. MIFSUD described the meeting as happenstance. He was at
LCILP and saw PAPADOPOULOS there, so they had lunch in the cafeteria,
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followed by coffee at the hotel across from LCILP. During lunch POLENSKAYA
and MARTIN Last Name Unknown were also present.

(L-) MIFSUD stated he had no advance knowledge Russia was in
possession of emails from the Democratic National Committee (DNC) and,
therefore, did not make any offers or proffer any information to
PAPADOPOULOS. They spoke about cyber security and hacking as a larger
issue. PAPADOPOULOS must have misunderstood their conversation.

(U-) MIFSUD believed PAPADOPOULOS and POLENSKAYA may have had a
social engagement after the meeting. He also introduced PAPADOPOULOS to
IVAN TIMOFEEV, who works at the Russian International Affairs Council, via
email.

(M) MIFSUD has not seen PAPADOPOULOS since the UK meeting. He
emaile ADOPOULOS in December about meeting while MIFSUD was in the US,
but he did not meet with him. On or about the same time, MIFSUD received
an email from PAPADOPOULOS stating he had left the TRUMP campaign.

( ) After the meeting, MIFSUD emailed one of the interviewing

agents wi additional information. The email, as well as the photo
displayed to MIFSUD, are attached to this communication as a 1A.
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
